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Very large, powerful “sneaker”
waves can occur at any time.
They will quickly pull you into
the water and survival is
unlikely. Never turn your back
on the ocean.

Yurok Reservation

The lands within one mile of
each side of the Klamath River
from the Pacific Ocean to 43
miles upstream compose the
Yurok Reservation.
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
